Donald Trump’s official recognition of 

Jerusalem as the capital of Israel led to 

violent protests in the holy city against law 

enforcement agents. The establishment of 

the US embassy in Jerusalem also angered 
many Israelis. 

Assessing the riots is important with at 

least 16 Palestinians demonstrators 

injured by rubber bullets and tear gas. 

Even though the rioters only replied by 

throwing stones at Israeli forces, the latter 

apparently answered with live fire. 

Israeli troops also used water cannons in 
Bethlehem to clear the crowd. 

Palestinians from Gaza and the West Bank 

began demonstrating after going on a 

general strike which shut down many 

main activities in the country.  

Palestinian protesters’ slogan “Jerusalem 

is the capital of the state of Palestine” was 

chanted loudly in the West Bank’s streets. 

Meanwhile, a lot of them were setting fire 

to pictures of Donald Trump. 

A warning tinged with worries from the 

Turkish Prime Minister, Binali Yildirim, was 

addressed to the US while violence rose in 

Jerusalem : “ The US has pulled a pin on a 
bomb ready to blow in the region”.  

The Palestinian President Mahmoud 

Abbas declared that Trump’s speech was 

the confirmation that the United States of 

America had withdrawn from the peace 
process. 

Emmanuel Macron also sent a message to 

the White House to tell them to give up on 

their decision, a position which Pope 

Francis also defended saying that he was 

praying that “wisdom and prudence 

prevail”.

They 

are women who have spoken of their own 

experiences of sexual assault and 

harassment by sharing their stories on 
social networks with the hashtag #metoo.  

This hashtag struggles against harassment 

and sexism and invites women to speak 

about it, which a lot of celebrities did, like 

Taylor Swift and Oprah Winfrey – who 

spoke about the #metoo movement 
during the Golden Globes ceremony -.  

The movement was born after the Harvey 

Weinstein scandal when a lot of women 

testified against the sexual harassment 

they suffered from him. Tarama Burke is 

the creator of this movement which 

helped publish the testimonies of 

numerous women. She’s a women’s rights 

activist.

Indeed, he has been accused of sexual 

assault by a dozen of women, whom he 

called “politically motivated liars”.

Walt Disney Company 

buys 21st Century Fox 

for $52.4 Billion

On December 14th 2017, in Los Angeles, 

the Walt Disney Company announced that 

they had made a deal to buy most of the 

assets of 21st Century Fox. For that, Disney 

paid $52.4 billion. This acquisition, which 

is now making Disney a true competitor of 

Netflix, Apple and Google in terms of 

streaming, is likely to affect Hollywood 

and the Silicon Valley. In fact, the 



company already announced an ambitious 

plan for 2019. They would like to 

introduce two streaming services where 

you can find movies, TV shows or even 

sports programs. Robert Iger, Disney’s 

chief executive said in an interview “This 

will allow us to greatly accelerate our 

direct-to-consumer strategy, which is our 
highest priority”.  

At the same time, this agreement means 

that 20th Century Fox, one of the most 

famous movie studios, which is part of 21st 

Century Fox, will be downsized. The Fox 

Studio was founded in 1935 and produced 

movies with Marilyn Monroe, the first Star 

Wars and recently Avatar. But lately, the 

studio has been struggling to keep its 

place in Hollywood with the changing way 

younger audiences view films.

Behind Bars as well as the world chess 

champion Magnus Carlsen who was guest 

of honour. 

Mr. Portman was interviewed and said 

that he had received a lot of letters from 

inmates whom chess helped a lot. He also 

said that a man wanted to commit suicide 

after drinking and drugging himself, but 

that chess helped him out of his cell to 

make friends. Knowing that chess help 

prisoners, Mr. Portman felt better.  

Mr. Portman said inmates spend their lives 

being told what to do. On a chessboard, 

they make their own decisions. Chess has 

changed the lives of many inmates and 

allows them to work on themselves. They 

also realize that lies and hypocrisy do not 

work for all.
